What is the Format of the Cursillo Weekend?


Cursillo (Pronounced kur-see-yo) is a Spanish work meaning “little” or “short course.”  It begins on Thursday evening and ends the following Sunday night.  During those three days those attending live and work together listening to talks given by vowed religious and laity.  They also share the Eucharist and pray together.


The title of the talks indicate their content:  Ideal, Grace, Laity, Faith, Piety, Study, the Sacraments, Action, Obstacles to a life of Grace, Leaders, Evangelization of the Environment, Christian Life, Christian Community, and Total Security.  Each talk is followed by a discussion period to share each others thoughts.
